Aim :
· To gain awareness of the properties of sheet metal.

· To develop creative thinking and discover a considered but experimental way of working.

· To evaluate the possibility of form, volume and shape in design.

Outcome : 
· A series of experimental samples in paper and metal.

· A series of developed samples from your initial studies.

· Sketches of your shapes, to include extended ideas for possible designs - you could present your sketches as 3D paper models.

· Technical notes on the processes learned.

For Assessment :
Please create a professional display of your metal samples and include your paper mock ups.

Present your sketches and technical notes in a client standard format.

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Week One:
1. Play with basic fold shapes in paper then repeat in the copper shim provided.

2. Experiment again with paper creating new forms

3. Follow the step by step stages demonstrated and also look though the fold forming book and internet
    links for formal fold form shapes. Try “plunket fold” “t-fold” etc.

4. Don't forget to make paper templates for these shapes and record the methods you have used in
    creating the configurations – start a technical file for this project.

5. Start to develop your own forms and think about how this technique could apply to designs in metal

6. Research the metal artists highlighted in class and start your own pinterest board for this technique.

Week Two:
1. Select an object from the range provided.

2. Draw and sculpt in paper, shapes and forms that carry the essence of the object you have chosen.

3. Make evaluations and then make a fold formed object from your studies.

4. Demonstrations will include – using thicker metal, looking at silver, and solder techniques.

5. Continue research and technical note making / carry on making in the workshop during the week.

6. Find an object or images to work from for week three.

Week Three:
1. Using your own source material make and develop an object of your choosing.
    This could be a series of small forms or one larger shape. 

2. Make sure your shapes are becoming unique to you and consider combining other techniques
    ie. Enamelling / other methods of your choice.

3. The Demo will include riveting techniques / other joining methods as required.

4. Evaluate the work you have done, making notes in your file / work on finishing your piece in the
    workshop during the week.

5. We will have an informal group crit at the end of the session.


Please Note : 

Metal will be provided, however if you want a lot of material you may have to purchase your own supply.

HEALTH & SAFTEY

Please follow all workshop instructions – don't forget to wear the leather apron at the hearth and come to the workshop in appropriate clothing and footwear.

The copper shim is easy to work, however the cut edges are very sharp, so you will need to take care when working the metal – you may want to wear leather gloves if you find it a problem.
