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Kick Start Project  - ‘Craft on Tour’
In recent years there has been a move by many Craft Makers to extend their practice beyond the conventional boundaries of the domestic environment, in terms of ambition, concept and scale, into the realm of installation / public art.

This project asks you to develop a project that in some way builds on this trend.

Working within your allocated team, you are required to develop a considered and creative response to the following brief.

AIMS

· Encourage and develop team-building skills 

· Integrate groups

· Gain observation / awareness & knowledge of art/design/craft in the environment / public realm

· Extend the notion of the crafts/design/arts in their roles & function - out come / relevance ?

· Have fun !

BRIEF

Develop ideas for, and produce a temporary ‘interactive’ installation, that conveys a particular theme or concept of your groups choice.

Your installation should be able to be assembled, deconstructed and re-assembled in different locations.

Once completed, you are required to ‘take it on tour’ - construct and record it placed in three highly contrasting situations.

Themes might possibly explore:

orientation, 

ritual, 

curious objects

movement,

urban decay,

a game, 
‘selling; an idea, 
‘urban beasts’

reflecting a culture.

It may be intriguing, functional, humorous, informative and/or enlightening
It should convey a strong sense of ‘craft quality’ – demonstrating both a sensitive consideration to your selection of materials and high levels of craft skill in the making and construction.

It may comprise of a single material or combination of appropriate materials – ceramic, concrete, glass, metal, plastic, textile and/or wood – found, re-appropriated, bought, scavenged or borrowed – not stolen!

Your installation may be made up of either a single repeating element, or combination of components.

· Document the piece in each location - photos /sketches / video etc

· Note interventions / happenings / interaction the piece causes - intended / unintended

· Research how the piece relates to art/design/craft/ in the public realm - study and provide links to other designers/artist

· Placement of your piece should be fully thought through in terms of health & safety and all the issues involved in working in public spaces

OUTCOME / ASSESSMENT

Finally, you are required to construct for assessment/crit in a site situated somewhere within the studio / workshop environment within Victoria Building.


Group Submission: 

finished group sculpture/design/artwork, photographic/video evidence of installation ‘on tour’,  power-point presentation evidencing the development of the piece, including explanation of concept / theme & inspiration / reference material.
